OHIOVILLE CEMETZERY

Ohioville Cemetery is located in Tuscarora Township (section 20, T.35N.-
R.3W.) on the west side of Resort Road near the Rogers Road intersection
approximately 4 miles northwest of Indian River, Michigan.

THE PAGEANT OF TUSCARORA by Robert C. Sager 1975 Northern Lakes Litho Inc.,
Burt Lake, Michigan, states: In a meeting by the Tuscarora Township Board
of Health on 30 July 1881, it was determined that the Township should have
two cemeteries, Members of this Board were R. Sanborn, Chairman; John
Carter, Deputy Clerk; E. Wilbur and W. H. Watkins, Justices. A plot of
land on the western side of the Township, referred to as the "Burt Lake
Burying Ground" was selected in section 20 on Philander Pike's property

(NEL of NEL of section 20). A second plot of land was selected on the
eastern side of the Township....(see Oak Hill Cemetery, Tuscarora Township) .
Both cemeteries were platted in 1882. In 1883 the...and Burt Lake sites
were renamed...and the Burt Lake site became known as the Tuscarora Cemetery.
In subsequent years the Tuscarora Cemetery has become popularly known as

the "Ohioville Cemetery."

In May 1883 £. H. Sager was appointed in charge of the Tuscarora Cemetery.
Regulations for the cemeteries were adopted by the Board of Health in
September 1892 and were set forth in fourteen sectlons. At this time a
superintendent and sextant were authorized for each cemetery. Elected for
Tuscarora Cemetery were M..W. King and k. Hallabough.

The township clerk's records were searched in an attempt to identify
unmarked grave information.
