CALVARY CATHOLIC CEMWTERY

Calvary Cemetery is located in Benton Township (section 5 T.B?N.—R.lw.)
on Black River Road approximately one mile southeast of Cheboygan,
Michigan. It has been known as St. Mary's Cemetery, Mt. Calvary Cemetery,
and Calvary Roman Catholic Cemetery.

The Centennial History of Cheboygan County 1876 states that the first
Roman Catholic Cemetery was laid out in 1856, adjoining the Roman Catholic
Chapel, near Peter McDonald's farm. It further states that the Calvary
Roman Catholic Cemetery was situated in the town of Duncan, on the Alpena
State Road, 13 miles from the village. It was laid out and opened in
1874, when those formerly interred in the cemetery adjoining Peter
McDonald's farm were removed to this one.

The church records have not been searched to attempt to locate information
of unmarked graves,
